What to Expect
When Making the Appointment

When you call your health authority, you'll be asked for your name, date of birth, postal code,
and Personal Health Number (PHN). You can find your PHN on the back of your B.C. driver's
licence, BC Services Card or CareCard. If you do not have a PHN, you can still receive the
vaccine.

For contact information, you will be asked also for an email address that you check regularly
or phone number that can receive text messages.

You will not be asked for your SIN, driver's licence number or banking and credit card details.

At the Vaccine Clinic You Will

e Complete a check-in process
e Get your vaccine dose
¢ Wait in an observation area for about 15 minutes

You can expect to be at the clinic for 30 to 60 minutes in total.

In April, vaccines will be distributed in five-year age groups, starting from age 79 to
75. Monthly breakdowns for the first dose (D1) and second dose (D2) might change based on
vaccine availability.

Phase 3 Timeline: April to June 2021

e People aged 79 to 60, in five year increments:

= 79to 75 (D1 April, D2 May)
= 74to 70 (D1 April/May, D2 May/June)
= 69to 65 (D1 May/lune, D2 June/July)
= 64to60 (D1 June, D2 July)
e People aged 69 to 16 who are clinically extremely vulnerable (D1 and D2 April/June)

Phase 4 Timeline: July to September 2021

e People aged 59 to 18 in five year increments:

= 59to55
= 54to50 D1 July, D2 August
= 49to 45
= 44t040

= 39to 35 (D1 July/August, D2 August/September)
= 34to 30 (D1 August, D2 September)

= 29to 25 (D1 August/September, D2 September)

= 24to 18 (D1 and D2 September)

system, or by phone, and be contacted to book a vaccine appointment. Registration opens late
March 2021. No action is required before the registration system is launched.
